Protect Against Home Fires this Winter

The rising cost associated with
heating your home this winter will cause

| many people to search for alternate
P | sources of home heating.

Wood burning stoves, gas and wood
burning fireplaces and space heaters are
all great alternatives or additional option to
heating your home but they are a major contributing factor in
home fires.

You can prevent the loss of life and property this winter
by identifying potential hazards and following the following
safety tips.

Wood stoves cause thousands of residential fires every
year so be sure to carefully follow the manufacturer's
installation and maintenance instructions.

When purchasing a wood stove, look for solid
construction, such as plate steel or cast iron metal.

Check your existing wood stoves for cracks and inspect
legs, hinges and door seals for smooth joints and seams. Use
only seasoned wood for fuel, not green wood, artificial logs, or
trash.

Inspecting and cleaning your pipes annually and
checking monthly for damage or obstructions can decrease
your chances of a home fire. Be sure to keep combustible
objects at least three feet away from your wood stove.

Buy only electric space heaters that have been listed
and approved by a nationally recognized testing lab such as
Underwriter's Laboratory (UL).

Coal Creek History

Provided by the Coal Creek Watershed Foundation
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were broke. Legislation was enacted that allowed southern states to
lease convict laborers to private industry as forced labor to work in
coal mines, plantations, railroads, etc.

Not only did states save money by not having to build
prisons, but the revenue from the convict labor force was a
significant part of the budgets in southern states.

In 1877, a labor
dispute resulted in the first
convict laborers being brought
to Coal Creek to work in the

- doned Knoxville Iron
and Coal Company (KICC)
Mine No. 1 located in the Wye
Community.

Mining jobs were
plentiful, so the miners who
lost their jobs found work at
mines in nearby Briceville,
Fraterville, and Beech
Grove. Others left the area to mine coal in Jellico and Soddy,
Tennessee, and in Kentucky.

The mortality rate for the convict miners was high because
they had no experience in mining. Also, there was little financial
incentive to provide safe working conditions for them. If a mule died
while working in the coal mines, a new mule had to be purchased. If
a convict miner died, the state would furnish a new convict to replace
the convict who died at no cost to the mine owner or the state.

Another labor dispute erupted in 1891 between the
Tennessee Coal Mining Company in Briceville and its miners after
new laws allowed miners to elect one of their own as a check-
weighman to verify how much coal was mined.

The dispute arose when the miners elected a check-
weighman who had previously been fired by the company for
incompetence and theft.

At first, a compromise was reached whereby both sides
agreed on the average weight that would be assigned to each
carload of coal mined.

The miners later went on strike because they thought the
average weight should be higher and the company disagreed. When
a resolution could not be reached, convict miners were brought to
the companyb6s Tennessee Mine in
Briceville. According to mine owners, convict miners were "a class of
labor that could be depended on".

The free miners of Coal Creek tried a peaceful resolution to
the conflict. They surrounded the convict miner stockade in
Tennessee Hollow and forced the guards to surrender.

They marched the guards and convicts to the town of Coal
Creek (now Lake City) and put them on a train to Knoxville. They
sent a telegram to Governor Buck Buchanan, explaining their actions
and offered to meet to resolve the situation.

Governor Buchanan, accompanied by three companies of the
Tennessee National Guard, met with the free miners in Coal Creek
and Briceville. He failed in trying to sell them on the virtues of having
convicts work in the mines based on state economics. Governor
Buchanan went back to Nashville, but left the militia.

After negotiations failed, the free miners decided to go to war
and surrounded the stockades where the convicts were housed. The

Measured to the shoulders deer stand at 38 to 40 inches, are
4 to 6 feet in length from the nose to the base of the tail, and weigh
110 to 300 pounds.

Fawns have
approximately 300 white
spots which serve as a
protective device.

As fawns mature
they lose these white spots and take on two coats as many other
animals do. The summer coat is reddish gray while the winter coat is
brownish gray.

White tailed deer are named for the underside of the tail that
is white and serves as a warning mechanism to other deer. When
one senses danger the tail flicks upward until the threat passes or
the deer flees.

One of my favorite words is crepuscular because what the
word sounds like has nothing to do with what it means. | hear
crepuscular and | think of slugs and other insects that are creepy.
However, deer are not creepy in any sense. Crepuscular defines
animals that are active at dawn and dusk. So for all of you who are
early risers peer out your window or those who take an evening stroll
be on the lookout for deer.

Now as | walk through the park | no longer see a skinny
legged animal with large eyes intently watching me but an animal
which has a history, is important to the ecosystem, and that is trying
to survive in the world.

Check to make sure it has a thermostat control
mechanism, and will switch off automatically if the heater falls
over. Itis important not to dry clothes or store objects on top of
your heater.

Space heaters need space so keep combustibles at
least three feet away from the heater and keep the heater three
feet from the wall.

Don't leave space heaters operating when you're not in
the room and always unplug your electric space heater when
not in use.

Don't use extension cords with electrical space heaters.
The high amount of current they require could melt the cord
and start a fire.

Never fill your kerosene heater with gasoline or camp
stove fuel because both flare-up easily. Only use crystal clear
K-1 kerosene and be careful not to overfill any portable heater.
Always use the kerosene heater in a well ventilated room.

If you have a fireplace, frequently cleaning out the build
up in your chimneys and inspecting it for obstructions and
cracks can prevent deadly chimney and roof fires.

Check to make sure the damper is open before starting
any fire and never burn trash, paper or green wood in your
fireplace. These materials cause heavy creosote buildup and
are difficult to control.

Use a screen heavy enough to stop rolling logs and big
enough to cover the entire opening of the fireplace to catch
flying sparks and make sure the fire is completely out before

leaving the house or going to bed.

Having working smoke and carbon monoxide (CO)
alarms is your best bet for surviving a fire or CO leak. Take a
moment each month to test your alarms in accordance with the
manufacturer's instructions. And remember to practice your
home escape plan frequently with your family.

Carbon monoxide poisoning is another hazard
associated with heating your home in the winter because it CO
gas can come from several sources including gas-fired
appliances, charcoal grills, wood-burning furnaces or fireplaces
and motor vehicles.

Carbon monoxide is often called the silent killer because it is
odorless, colorless and toxic.

At lower levels of exposure, CO causes mild effects that
are often mistaken for the flu. Theses symptoms include
headaches, dizziness, disorientation, nausea, and fatigue.

You can protect yourself and your family by installing a
carbon monoxide alarm with an audible warning signal near
bedrooms.

You can also have a qualified professional check all fuel
burning appliances, furnaces, venting and chimney systems at
least once a year and especially when you purchase an existing
home.

Never use your range or oven to help heat your home
and never use a charcoal grill or hibachi in your home or
garage.

Never leave a car running in a garage. Even if the garage
doors are open, normal circulation will not provide enough fresh
air to reliably prevent a dangerous buildup of CO.
