
 As result of the county elections on August 5th, Lake City has 
two new commissioners, Tim Isbel and Zach Bates, who will take 
office on September 1, 2010.   
 Tim Isbel has lived and worked in Lake 
City since 1983.  He moved to Lake City from 
Knoxville because he fell in love with the place 
and the people.   
 ñ The place just grows on you,ò said Isbel. 
 Isbel owns and operates four businesses 
including Unlimited Fluid Power.  According to 
their website, they are a complete source for 
hydraulic sales, distribution, service, and repair.  
They also custom design, engineer and 
fabricate machines and systems for the 
manufacturing and textile industries. 
 When asked why he thinks that he would make a good 
commissioner, Isbel answered that his experience with the companies 
that he has owned was the reason he thought he would make a good 
commissioner. Specifically, he stated that he has managed multi-
million dollar budgets, built businesses from the ground up and has 
experience in building and road maintenance.

will also compliment the area,ò said Isbel.   
 ñI hope to bring retail and manufacturing industry to Anderson 
County.  I see a lot of potential for Lake City and Anderson County.ò

television show ñ19 and Countingò. 
 Bates works with his father at Bates Tree Service and is proud 
of his conservative Christian values that were instilled in him by his 
parents.  Bates is also a student at Roane State Community College 
and volunteers at the Medford Volunteer Fire Department and 
Anderson County Sheriff Department.  He attends church at Stillwaters 
Baptist Church in Knoxville. 
 Bates decided to run for County Commissioner after he learned 
that Doug Haun decided not to run.   Bates stated that after much 
prayer, he felt led to do what he could for the community of Lake City. 

 ñThe Lord blessed me with people who 
supported me and were willing to help me get 
elected,ò said Bates.  ñThey stood out in the hot 
sun and knocked on doors and I am very 
appreciative.ò 
 Bates hopes that his conservative values 
will guide him as a Commissioner for Anderson 
County. 
 ñI hope to keep taxes low while improving 
our community,ò said Bates.  ñI want to keep 
people here while bringing more people into our 
area.ò 
 As a county commissioner, Bates also 
wants to focus on increasing jobs, supporting the 

volunteer fire departments and getting young people involved in county 
government.

 How to anchor a pole on a concrete slab 
without it moving or wobbling loose. There are 
others but I think this is a real winner. The hand 
rail system that we are 
installing is made by 
TREX. It is a composite 

wood company that makes deck 
products that are primarily a wood and 
plastic mixture.  Some of their products 
are more of the plastic and fiber glass 
composition.  The posts are primarily 
sleeves made to cover an existing 
treated 4 X 4  post, fastened to a wood 
deck.  That is not a problem for it can 
go into the deck and be fastened to the 
main floor structure.   

 On this project we want a clean 
look that has the potential to last a long 
time.  The İò bolt (Stainless Steel ) was 
epoxied into the concrete  and the post 
was through bolted  as shown.  An 
aluminum standoff was also installed to 
prevent water from getting to the post.  
This system is really solid.
