
The Laker News is the fourth paper that has been 
produced in Lake City.  Many of us remember the Town Crier 
but many do not remember the previous papers, the Anderson 
County Times and the Camp Carnes Anti-Bushwhacker. 

The Camp Carnes Anti-Bushwhacker was the first 
newspaper of Lake City and was actually in circulation when 
Lake City was called Coal Creek. 
 The Anti-Bushwhacker was birthed during the Coal 
Creek Rebellion, also known as the Coal Creek War in August 
1892 and the stories were written by journalist who were the 
war correspondents stationed in Coal Creek. 
 The paper was one sheet and was printed on wallpaper 
but there were only three issues printed. 
 According to the book Coal Creek/Lake City, Visions of 
the Past, ñthe paper was more of a newsletter for the soldiers 
of the occupying army stationed in Coal Creek than a real work 
of journalism, and the miners and citizens of the town were not 
exactly treated with respect, as can be determined by reading 
the advertisements and articles.ò

During Iwanskiôs tenure on Commission, he has served 
as Chairperson for three years in addition to serving on various 
committees including the budget, audit, legislative, revenue 
and rules committees.   

Iwanski is a resident of Oak Ridge and has worked for 
the Tennessee Valley Authority since 1977. He received his 
Bachelors and Masters in Environmental Engineering from the 
University of Wisconsin.

 In 1933, Franklin D. Roosevelt created the Civilian 
Conservation Corps (CCC). The CCC was a federal program which 
gave work to young, unemployed men during the Great Depression. 
 The CCC men planted 129,179,000 trees, built fish hatcheries, 
fought forest fires, and 
created and improved 
many state and national 
parks, including Norris 
Dam State Park.  
 At Norris Dam 
State Park, the CCC 
Company 494/TVA 45 
built the East Sideôs 
trails, 30 wood cabins 
and the Tea Room. 

The CCC was 
housed at Camp Sam 
on Highway 441 and 
across the street from 
Power House Road. With the exception of a few foundations, no 
buildings remain from the original camp.  As part of the CCCôs 
mission of conservation, many buildings were removed after they had 
served their purpose.  

As you walk through a typical day for Company 494 imagine 
the camp as it stood in the 1930s as the park and dam were being 
built around it. 

Anderson County Schools is expected to change its calendar, 
requiring attendance on Friday, February 18, 2011 to accommodate 
the first ñextraò day missed for bad weather. The day was previously 
announced as an in-service day for teachers and a day off school for 
students. 

ñSince we already have missed 11 days due to weather and 
road conditions, we have, at this point, one day to make up,ò said 
Larry Foster, Director of Schools. 

ñWe hope to make up that day as soon as possible by chang-
ing the calendar to include the Friday before Presidentsô Day. If we 
miss another day before February 18th, we also will add Presidentsô 
Day, Monday, February 21, 2011 to the school calendar,ò Foster 
said, ñit is important that we get these instructional days back into our 
schedule in advance of state testing dates,ò  

If additional snow days are missed in the coming weeks, the 
proposal adds to the school calendar in this order: May 25, 26, 27; 
April 25; and May 31. Each of those days were previously designated 
as a day off for students and a day on which teachers would have 
worked. 

Foster emphasized that February 21 and the dates in April 
and May would be used only if additional days are missed, but, pend-
ing board approval, February 18 will be a school day for students and 
teachers. 

The Board of Education is expected to approve the changes 
at its regular monthly meeting on February 10, 2011.   

The day began at 6:00 a.m. with a reveille call, morning 
inspection, roll call, and running a few laps around camp. Forty-five 
minutes later the men were eating breakfast at the mess hall and by 
7:30 a.m. they were leaving to go to work.  

The work day ended at 4:00 p.m. when they returned to camp 
and had free time. Some may have written letters to home while 
others went to baseball practice. Dinner was served at 6:00 p.m. with 

classes starting an hour 
later. Classes included 
reading and writing, 
forestry, carpentry, and 
auto mechanics to 
name a few. Lights 
were turned off at 10:00 
p.m. and just as the day 
began with a bugle call 
it ended with taps. 
Being in the CCC was 
not an easy job. Do you 
think you could have 
worked for seven hours 
planting trees? At the 

Camp Sam trail head you can find information about the CCC and 
the layout of the camp.  

While the buildings are no longer standing, the stories, 
memories, and the fruits of their hard work are still here. Next Time 
you visit the park, make sure to say thank you to the CCC men for all 
their hard work and dedication.

 According to Javelin Strategy and 
Research, 11.1 million people were victims 
of identity theft in 2009 equaling to over $54 
billion stolen.   
 You can reduce your risk to identity 
theft by taking some simple actions.  The 

most important and easiest thing that you can do is destroy all 
paper that contains your personal information.   

Burn or shred documents that list your name, address, 
social security number or any account numbers.  Thieves can 
access your personal information by simply gaining access to 
your account number from your telephone company.   

Antoher way to protect your identity is to protect yourself 
online. Shopping online is safe when you use secure web pages. 
Check the bottom of your browser and look for a locked graphic, 
or look for "https" in the address bar. This means you are on a 
secure web page and your data is encrypted. Without a secure 
connection, hackers can eavesdrop on your transaction and grab 
your private data. 

Also, beware of telephone scams. Never give out personal 
information over the phone to someone who calls you claiming to 
represent a bank, credit card company, charity, or other 
organization. People are not always who they claim to be. This is 
an old scam, but still widely practiced today because it works.  

 Most people do not even know that they identity has been 
stolen until their credit is checked.  Every citizen is entitled to one 
free credit report each year. You can get the free report from the 
three major credit agencies by going to www.AnnualCredit 
Report.com.  

 Verify that the information is correct and check for 
suspicious activity, particularly mysterious new accounts opened. 
For even better protection, sign up for a service that notifies you 
when changes occur to your credit report. 

Some companies and institutions such as colleges prefer 
to use your social security number as your identification number. 
You can request that these organizations use an alternative 
number to identify you so that your social security number remain 
protected.   

Being careful with your mail can also help protect your 
identity. We all know that tampering with someone's mail is a 
federal offense but that doesn't stop people from doing it. Try not 
to let mail sit in your mailbox for a long time. If you are going to be 
away, have the post office hold your mail for you. When sending 
out mail that contains your personal information, take it to a 
secure collection box or at the post office itself.

All of these locations are open Monday through Friday from 8 a.m. 
to 5 p.m. 
 The Trusteeôs regular locations are also going to be open on 
Saturday, February 26th from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. You can also pay 
your taxes online at www.andersoncounty trustee.com.  
 All unpaid county property tax will become delinquent after 
February 28, 2011, and interest and penalty will be assessed 
immediately after that date.
