 The overcrowding of the Anderson County Detention Facility has 
lead the Anderson County Jail Planning Sub-Committee to recommended a 
needed jail expansion.  
 The proposal includes a 240 bed housing pod and a minimum-
security, dormitory-style housing unit with between 64 and 128 beds which 
comes with an estimated price tag of $11 million.  That amount does not 
include monies for day-to-day operations and staffing of the new addition. 
 Currently, crime is costing Anderson County Government and 
ultimately the citizens of Anderson County, approximately ten million dollars 
a year which doesnôt include the cost that our five cities incur.  The Sheriffôs 
department, including the jail facilities, is 42% of the countyôs general fund 
budget   
 The Interim Anderson County Mayor Myron Iwanski says that it will 
require either a 15 cent property tax increase or a $30 wheel tax to fund a 
major jail expansion project.  
 The overcrowding of the Anderson County Jail caused the state jail 
inspectors to say that the jail could lose its certification if the county does not 
continue to move forward on alleviating the situation. 
 How serious is the overcrowding?  The jail has a 226 bed capacity 
but has an average of over 300 inmates.  
 The County doesnôt have the option to just do nothing.   
 A short term solution could include finding alternatives to 
incarceration, including the possibility of returning to a county-run probation 
department, ankle bracelets for home monitoring and using a dormitory 
workhouse for minimum-security inmates.   
 A long term solution will take involvement from the entire community.  
Most of the people in jail are there because of drugs either directly or 
indirectly.  Many crimes are committed because the personal is trying to get 
money for drugs.

 Using drugs and the actions taken to get drugs is 
the most frequently committed crime today. Drug addiction 
causes some people to do things that they would normally 
never do and probably wouldnôt do if their need for drugs 
didnôt motivate their actions.     
 The path to drug addiction starts with 
experimentation. Drugs are usually tried first out of 
curiosity, peer pressure or to avoid a problem.  
 At first, the substance seems to solve the problem 

or make life better which leads to further use of the drugs.  
 The first step is teaching your children that they donôt needs drugs 
and remove the desire to experiment, which starts with communications.  
 There are numerous websites and pamphlets dedicated to the 
subject of discussing the negative effects of drugs with children.   
 You donôt have to be the childôs parent to discuss the importance of 
saying no to drugs with them.  You can be their aunt or uncle, grandparent, 
teacher, Sunday school teacher or older sibling.   
 You can also get involved in school and church drug programs.   
 What begins as a voluntary choice to try drugs turns into a physical 
and psychological need.  
 One drug that is highly addictive and is used more and more is 
methamphetamine, commonly called meth.  It is a white, odorless, bitter-
tasting crystalline powder that easily dissolves in water or alcohol and is 
taken orally, intranasally (snorting the powder), by needle injection, or by 
smoking.  Its popularity correlates to the fact that it is easy to make in a 
ñmeth labò.   
 When meth is taken over a long-term period of time, it causes 
severe dental problems (basically rotes your teeth), mood disturbances and 
violent behavior.  Chronic meth abusers can also display a number of 
psychotic features, including paranoia, visual and auditory hallucinations, 
and delusions and eventually death. 
 Signs to look for if you suspect someone is using meth includes 
sensitivity to noise, tremors or convulsions, nervous physical activity and 
confusion, anorexia and extreme weight loss, irritability, dizziness, confusion, 
and  ñcrashesò after the highs, depression, anxiety, and long periods of 
sleep.   
 The signs of most drug addiction including meth is a drastic change 
in behavior.  It is not hard to tell when someone is using drugs, you just have 
to pay close attention to their behavior.  
 One of the reasons that meth is called one of the great plaques on 
our country is because it not only has the potential to cause harm to the 
person taking meth but the community at large through the meth lab.   
 Numerous meth labs have been found throughout Anderson County 
not just in homes but also in rental houses, hotels, the woods, the side of the 
road and trunks of cars.   
 A meth lab consist of hazardous materials such as drain cleaner, 
bleach, acetone, paint thinner and other products that you see in a typical 
household.   The ingredients of a meth lab by themselves present little 
danger, but when combined can have serious toxic and explosive effects. 
 That is why it is imperative to know that if you think you have found a 
meth lab, do not disturbed it and contact the authorities as soon as possible.  
 This article is titled the cost of drug addiction and the highest cost, 
besides the irreversible damage to the users body, is the cost of meth lab 
cleanups, which can cost you as a tax payer average of $2,500 for a small 
meth lab. The number of meth labs found annually increases causing a 
strain on city and county budgets. Other expenses include millions of dollars 
spent annually on apprehending, prosecuting and housing drug addicts who 
are not only caught with drugs but commit crimes such as stealing to get 
money to buy drugs.   
 Law enforcement canôt do it alone.  I encourage everyone to take a 
active step to help alleviate to affects of drugs on not only our community but 
also our nation.

 The United States is facing another attack on its trees 

called the emerald ash borer (EAB). This recent non-
native species preys on North American ash trees both 
wooded and landscaped areas.  

 Similar to the hemlock wooly adelgid, 
EAB kills the tree over a few years, and everyone 
involved, researchers and the public, can help slow the 
spread. 

According to Dr. Deborah McCullough and 
Robin Usborne from Michigan State University, ñAdult 
EABôs begin emerging in mid to late May with peak 
emergence in late June.ò  

Two weeks later, females lay eggs in the outer layer of the 
bark. Once the eggs hatch, larvae bore into the bark to the cambium, 
the nutrient rich layer between the bark and wood.  

As the larvae tunnel through the cambium it stops the flow of 
needed nutrients and water to the rest of the tree causing it to weaken. 
Larvae feed for several weeks before emerging to the outer bark for 
the winter months. 

It does not take long for nutrient deprived trees to show signs 
of weakening and dying. Die back typically begins in the canopy. 
Within a year of infestation one-third to one-half of the braches die and 
within two years the canopy will be dead.  

Small ash trees can die within one to two years while larger 
trees can take three to four years. 

EAB is a non-native species to North America, meaning it 
originates from another country. Researchers believe it was introduced 
to the United States by wood used to stabilize cargo ships and packing 
crates. EAB was first found in Michigan in 2002. Since then it has 
spread to fourteen other states including Tennessee, Illinois, Indiana, 
Iowa, Kentucky, Maryland, Minnesota, Missouri, New York, Ohio, 
Pennsylvania, Virginia, West Virginia, and Wisconsin as well as two 
Canadian provinces, Ontario and Quebec. 

In mid-July 2010, eight years after its discovery in Michigan, 
EAB was discovered in Knox County near the Knox/Loudon County 
line.  

Wood from Knox and Loudon counties is now quarantined in 
an attempt to slow down the spread. This means wood is not allowed 
to be transported out of the county.   

Several factors contribute to the spread of EAB. It has no 
natural predators in the US and it can travel at least one-half mile from 

its original site of infestation.  It can also be spread by 
people by transporting infested ash wood to an 
unaffected area.  
 In addition to placing affected areas under 
quarantine researches are continuing to study the insect, 
biological control, host range, and dispersal to name a 
few.  Insecticides are also being used to help contain the 
spread of infestation.    
 There are four main approaches to applying the 
insecticides. One method is called drench soil surface 

which means the treatment is injected two to four inches below the soil 
surface. Homeowners can apply the treatment themselves.  
 A second method of insecticide application is injecting the tree 
trunk. While the treatment is absorbed more quickly it can cause scar 
damage to the trunk.  
 A third approach is spraying the lower five feet of the trunk. 
Like injecting the soil it requires basic gardening equipment.  
 The fourth approach is protective cover spray; the treatment is 
sprayed on the trunk, branches, and in some cases the leaves. This 
treatment will affect the insects on 
the bark and leaves, but does not 
penetrate the wood to affect the 
larvae. 

In addition to using spray/
injection treatments you can 
decrease the changes of EAB 
spreading by leaving firewood at 
home, using firewood from local 
sources and if firewood is brought in, 
make sure all the wood is burned 
before returning home.  

As you prepare to build a fire 
to grill the perfect hamburger and 
sticky sômores this summer, please 
be conscious of where the wood comes from and that it is not infected 
by EAB or any other invasive species.

on the Green Immunization Card that you may obtain from the 
Anderson County Health Department or your doctorôs office.   

 If your child has not had all their immunizations for medical 
reasons, you are required to have written documentation from your 
childôs healthcare provider indicating which specific vaccines are 
medically exempted because of potential risk to child.  Please note 
that all immunizations that are not listed on the documentation will be 
required.   

 If your child has not had their immunizations for religious 
reasons, you are required to have a signed statement that the 
vaccination conflicts with your religious tenets or practices.  Your 
childôs physical exam documentation must include notation of your 
objections to immunizations for religious reasons on the immunization 
certificate.  

Parents must also have proof of residence such as a parentôs 
driverôs license, a piece of mail addressed to the parent, a copy of a 
lease or rent receipt with a current date or a utility service hook-up 
card.  

If the child does not reside with both legal parents, a copy of 
the legal paperwork must be provided.  This provides the School 
System with the correct legal information pertaining to child custody 
and prevents future problems from developing.   

 This is an exciting time for your child and possibly a frightening 
time for parents.
