Tennessee selected to receive a Public Computing Center Grant. This 
grant is being made possible through a partnership between the Office 
of the Secretary of State, the Tennessee Department of Economic 
and Community Development (EDC) and U.S. Department of 
Agriculture (USDA) 
Rural Development in a 
quest to strengthen 
rural communities by 
developing libraries. 
 The library will 
receive seven laptop 
computers, one which is 
equipped with software 
to assist the visually 
impaired, a storage 
cart, printer, projector, 
software programs that 
will assist  with writing a 
resume, along with 
funds to provide 
classroom training. 
Total grant awarded

 We installed a fairly new roofing system.  It 
is called TPO, Thermoplastic Polyolefin 
Membrane.   
 Iôm not sure how to pronounce the Poly 
word; Iôll just stick to the TPO.   
 You may never need a roof like this.  But 
you will know of it.  It is basically a rubber like 
material with a fiberglass mat in the middle.   
 A lot of big commercial buildings are using 
it.  The last time I visited some one in the hospital 

it was on it.   
 After the repair we screwed two layers of insulation board of a 
thickness of 4 inches, R 
value 24.   
 This roof is rolled 
out and screwed down with 
plates every 12 inches 
down one edge.   
 Then the next sheet 
is actually welded to the 
first.  We used a contact 
glue to attach it around the 
perimeter.   
 I know that I have 
commented on the 

Lauren Baghetti, Park Ranger, Norris Dam State Park 
 I am often asked by park visitors to recommend a hiking trail. Since 

the park has fourteen trails and TVA has two neighboring trails, it is a tough 

decision, one I struggle to answer each time. It is a decision that cannot be 

taken lightly. 

 There are several questions to keep in mind. 

What kind of trail is the person looking for? An easier 

or more challenging trail? Does the person want to see 

towering trees or blooming flowers, lake views or stay 

cool along the river? Perhaps a more historical trail is 

their interest. How much time can they spend hiking? 

Are they hikers, cyclists, or equestrians? 

 See what I mean, it is a tough decision. 

 Then the question comes, which is my favorite 

trail. It is like asking a child to pick his or her favorite 

flavor of ice cream. There isnôt just one favorite trail 

and you canôt pick just one flavor. So, to try to shed a 

little light on the trails at Norris Dam State Park this 

article delves into, or rather, onto one trail, Andrews 

Ridge Trail. 

Andrews Ridge Trail is 1.8 miles long and is 

part of the Andrews Ridge Trail System located on the 

west side of the park. At the trail head there is a sign for 

four trails, be sure to stay on Andrews Ridge Trail, 

marked by blue tree blazes. 

The first section of the trail is a gradual 

downward slope. The trail flattens out where three other 

trails, Hootinô Hollow, Rock Creek, and Sink Hole, 

branch off. Stay on the high road, Andrews Ridge, and 

begin to climb. 

As you hike keep your eyes open for signs of inhabitants, past and 

present. Along the way you may see deer, squirrels and chipmunks, snakes, 

an occasional fox, and hear birds chirping from the trees. 

If you pay attention you can find signs of families that used to live 

on the ridge. You may see old bed roads that have grown up, open flat areas 

which a house or farm building sat, cultivated plants like yucca plants, 

wells, and cisterns. 

Five families lived on the ridge from the 18th century until 1935 

when TVA purchased the land that would soon become Norris Lake and 

built Norris Dam. 

You will come across the second spur for Sink Hole Trail. Just after 

this, an unmarked trail will be on the right which is the loop section of 

Andrews Ridge Trail. Continue going straight and climb a short distance. As 

the land flattens out, Andrews Cemetery will be on the left. 

Here, Martha R. and Robert A. Andrews lay. They lived 

on the ridge in the 19th century as the dates on the grave 

stones indicate. 

The trail begins to bend right and descends once more. 

As you near the end of the loop a trail to the 

backcountry campsite will be on the left. Round the 

bend and in a few yards the loop feeds back to the main 

trail. Turn left and it will bring you back to the trail 

head. 

 The trail offers much to hikers in every season. 

During the summer blissful beeches, magnificent 

maples, several sassafras, and towering tulip poplars 

cover the trail offering shade to the hiker. 

 In the fall these same trees provide the hiker 

with a show of fiery fall colors of reds, oranges, and 

yellows. 

 For those who like to hike in the winter, the 

leaves have fallen allowing glimpses of Norris Lake and 

an appreciation of how steep the mountain sides are. 

 Spring offers new life, spring flowers, unfurling 

ferns, and budding trees. 

Along the way there are benches to rest and eat a snack. 

If you are feeling up to an extended hike, feel free to 

hike the other trails of the Andrews Ridge System or 

come back another day and experience them. When 

someone asks you which trail is your favorite, you may have an answer, 

unless youôre like me and cannot make up your mind. 

 Directions: From 441 turn right/left at the West Entrance, side 

closest to Lake City. Make first left at the campground and hiking trails 

sign. Travel one mile up the mountain to the trail maintenance office and 

dump station. Parking is on the right and trail head is on the left. Be safe and 

enjoy.
