The history of Veterans Day dates back to World War |I.
Although World War | was officially ended with the signing of
the Treaty of Versailles on June 18, 1919, the fighting
technically ceased seven months earlier at the eleventh hour,
on the eleventh day, of the eleventh month.

In November 1919,
President Wilson
proclaimed November 11 as
the first commemoration of
Armistice Day with the
following words: "To us in
America, the reflections of
Armistice Day will be filled
with solemn pride in the
heroism of those who died

The Lake City Veterans Memorial

Lake City celebrated Veterans Day on November 11, 2005
by dedicating the Lake City Vg
construct a memorial started on July 14, 2004 when the members
of the Oak Grove Family and Community Education Club voted to
begin a fund raising project t
honor all Lake City area veterans who served in all wars and to
dedicate it to those who made the ultimate sacrifice.

On August 18, 2005, after hundreds of hours of research,
fundraising and traveling thousands of miles, the monument was
ordered and set on November 4, 2005.

The blue granite monument bears the names of forty i six
heroes from the Lake City Area who died in military service during
World War I, World War Il, Korea, Vietnam, Iraq and Afghanistan.

The funding for the memaorial came from many churches,
businesses, organization and individuals. The City of Lake City

In 1938, an Act of Congress declared the 11th of
November a legal holiday dedicated to the cause of world
peace to be known as Armistice Day. Armistice Day was
primarily a day set aside to honor veterans of World War I, but
in 1954, after World War Il and the Korea War, Congress
amended the Act of 1938 by changing Armistice Day to
Veterans Day making it a day to honor American veterans of
