Norrs Area Food Paniry Needs Your Help to Survive

The Norris Area Food Pantry (NAFP) is being forced to consider
reducing the number of people that they serve and/or the amount of food
they distribute due to a lack of funds.

In recent years, the number of families in need of nutritional help
in our service area, which is the Anderson County High School District,
has grown significantly while financial receipts have plummeted! In
August the pantry provided about 15,000 pounds of food to 195 families
representing more than 600 people including 223 children, 95 senior
citizens, 163 disabled persons and 25 single parents.

Each month on average, the NAFP spends about $2,000 for food
and receive about $1,000 per month from local churches, civic
organizations and individuals. At this level of support, the pantry cannot
sustain their current level of operation.

Since its institution in 1997, the number of families served by the
pantry grew steadily but modestly until about two years ago. When the
current recession hit, the
number of clients nearly
doubled. About that same
time funds coming into the
pantry dropped, though not |
as precipitously as the need |
increased!

There is another
change on the horizon that
wi || make the
even more severe! The =
Second Harvest Food Bank, |
where most of the food is
obtained, is moving its base
of operations from the area
of Heiskell Avenue (north
Knoxuville) to Alcoa (South of the airport). This approximately doubles the
travel distance to get food.

Until now volunteers have driven their own trucks and trailers to
pick up groceries. They have donated gas, time and wear and tear on
their vehicles. In the near future, rather than approximately 40 miles, the
round trip will jump to nearly 100
be able to absorb that much expense. Second Harvest will deliver
groceries to NAFP once a month, but that delivery charge could be as
much as $135 per month. This is cheap, compared to driving personal

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School Zone Safety

School is back in session which not only means
that school zones are open but it also means that school
buses are on the roads and children will be on the side
of the roads waiting to get on the

It is also against the law to pass a school bus when it is stopped and
loading or unloading passengers. The driver can be fined no less than $250
and up to $1,000 and the ultimate price could be injuring or killing a child.

School zone safety also brings to mind the hazards of teenage
driving. Teen drivers have the highest fatal crash risk of any age group. The
most common reason for such crashes is lack of driving experience. Other

reasons include speeding, alcohol, driving at night and

buses or getting off of the buses.
According to the National
Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA), from
2000 to 2009, 1,386 people died in school transportation-
related crashes, which is an average of 139 fatalities per
year. One hundred and thirty school-age pedestrians,
children younger than 19, have died in school
transportation-related crashes during that same time
period, and 56 school-age pedestrians killed in school
transportation-related crashes were between five and
seven years old. NHTSA states more school-age
pedestrians are killed between the hours of 3:00pm and
4:00pm than any other time of day.
Therefore, | want to urge every driver to be alert,
slow down and exercise extreme caution when driving but
especially in school zones and during those times that

distractions from passengers and/or electronic devices
including cell phones and music players.

In addition, many traffic accidents result in
fatalities because teenagers are less likely to use
seatbelts. According to the National Highway Traffic
Safety Administration, in 2003, 57 percent of 16- to 20-
year-old passenger vehicle occupants killed in crashes
were not wearing safety belts.

Parents, | encourage you to educate your
teenager driver on appropriate safety measures and help
them fully understand the repercussions of driving
recklessly. Since inexperience is the number one cause of
accidents involving teenage drivers, make sure that your
teenager gets plenty of supervised driving experience and
dondt rely solely on driver
your child how to drive.

Also, encourage your child to limit their cell phone usage and avoid
using any electrical devices while driving.
