
  

 Allies for Substance Abuse Prevention (ASAP) of Anderson County , 
in collaboration with Clinton Police Department now has a permanent 
medicine disposal bin.  Located at 125 W. Broad Street, the bin offers an 
option for residents to dispose of unused or unwanted medicine seven days 
a week.   
 ñCurrently there are few safe and convenient ways for consumers to 
dispose of unused prescription drugs,ò said Chief Rick Scarbrough. ñOur 
department is glad to be able to offer this service to promote safety in the 
community.ò  
 Use of prescription drugs is on the rise among people of all ages, 
according to Stephanie Strutner, Executive Director of ASAP.  ñStudies show 
use increases with age,ò said Strutner, ñand five out of six people over the 
age of 65 take at least one medication.  Almost half the elderly take three or 
more.ò Of these medications, twenty to sixty percent go unused and are 
eventually disposed .  
 Nearly all unused pharmaceuticals enter either our solid waste 
system or our sewage system. Neither disposal method is environmentally 
sound.  
 Pharmaceuticals flushed down the toilet pass through our sewage 
treatment plants, which are generally not designed to screen for these 
chemicals. Pharmaceuticals discarded in landfills can seep into the 
surrounding groundwater table.  
 Several studies, including a 2002 analysis by the US Geological 
Survey of 139 streams across 30 states found that 80 percent of waterways 
tested had measurable concentrations of prescription and nonprescription 
drugs, steroids, and reproductive hormones. 
 ñWe have an opportunity not only to increase the safety in our 
community, but to also protect the environment.  This is a win-win situation 
all around,ò said Lieutenant Vaughn Becker. 
 The disposal bin is accessible 24 hours a day and accepts 
unwanted, expired, or otherwise unused medications; antibiotics/steroids; 
cold and flu medications; vitamins/herbal supplements; pet medications; 
medication samples; medicated ointments and lotions; and unused sharps 
(epinephrine, unused pricking devices).   
 Business waste and used needles or other sharps are not permitted 
to be disposed in the bin.   
 ñResidents who have used needles and other sharps to dispose 
should place the sharps in a sealed heavy plastic container like a laundry 
detergent bottle,ò according to Geoff Trabalka, Supervisor with Anderson 
Countyôs Solid Waste Department.  ñThe bottle should be closed with tape 
and put out with general household waste.ò

The Fisk Jubilee Singers, formed in 1871, are 
vocal artists and students who sing and travel worldwide, performing and preserving traditional 
Negro spirituals. The group has received a Dove award and Grammy nominations, was inducted 
into the Gospel Music Hall of Fame in 2000 and was selected as a recipient of the National Medal 
of Arts, the nationôs highest honor for artist and patrons of the arts, in 2008. 
The evening concert will be free to Museum members, but seating is limited. Prior to the 
performance, beans and cornbread will be available for purchase.

work camp which housed 
Company 494 during the 
construction of Norris Dam.    
 Blue Cross Blue 
Shield became involved in the Parkôs Camp Sam during a work day hosted 
by the park and friends group when employees of BCBS volunteered to help 
clear the path to the camp and the overgrowth at the site.   
 The original camp had a blacksmith shop, kitchen, dormitories, 
officer's barracks, recreation hall and infirmary.  Today, many of the rock 
steps, pits and foundations remain intact.   
 The young men who served in CCC Company 494 worked on a 
variety of projects that included building a fish hatchery, recreational areas, 
planting tree nurseries, including the large TVA tree crop below Norris Dam, 
and constructing 75 miles of fences. 
 The Friends of Norris Dam State Park plans to use this donation and 
work to raise more funds to continue the preservation of Camp Sam and 
provide interpretive experiences for visitors.   
 The Friends of Norris Dam State Park is a 501c3 non-profit 
organization responsible for fostering conservation and education efforts in 
support of Norris Dam State Park, assisting Norris Dam State Park in its 
effort to better preserve and protect its existing land resources, including but 
not limited to the many natural, cultural and scenic features within or in 
proximity thereto and assisting Norris Dam State Park in providing quality 
recreational and interpretive experiences.
