
Safe Routes to School Grant  
  

 Tennessee Gov. Bill Haslam and Tennessee Department of 
Transportation (TOOT) Commissioner John Schroer announced Safe 
Routes to School funding for Anderson County totaling $206,994 for 
improvements at Lake City Elementary and Middle School. The Safe 
Routes to School Program is a statewide initiative designed to make 
bicycling and walking to school a safer, more appealing and healthier 
alternative for students in kindergarten through eighth grade.  
 "Safety is a crucial component in our efforts to promote a healthier 
lifestyle for Tennessee children," Haslam said. "The Safe Routes to 
School Program helps create safer walking and biking environments for 
students and funds activities to encourage children and their parents to 
increase their physical activity."  
 Anderson County will utilize the Safe Routes to School funds to 
construct sidewalks and crosswalk improvements, and install flashing 
beacons and traffic control devices to allow for wellness activities in a safe 
environment. The improvements will serve students at Lake City 
Elementary and Middle Schools. The grant funds will also provide 
opportunities to build partnerships with other agencies seeking to  
encourage safety education and healthy initiatives.  
 The grant is made possible through a federally funded program 
administered by the Tennessee Department of Transportation.  
 "Safe Routes to School is an innovative program that provides an 
opportunity to work closely with schools, the community, and local 
government to create a safe environment for children to walk or bike to 
school," said Commissioner Schroer. "Since 2007, these grants have 
funded more than 50 different improvement projects across the state."  
 This year, TOOT provided more than $1.6 million in Safe Routes to 
School funds to 10 municipalities for projects across the state.

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Fraterville Mine Disaster 
Anniversary Tour   

 The Coal Creek Watershed Foundation will be hosting a tour on 
May 19, 2012 from 9 a.m. to noon of the Fraterville Minersô Circle at 
Leach Cemetery, Fraterville Mine Portal and other historic sites along the 
Coal Creek Discovery Trail in observance of the 110th Anniversary of the 
Fraterville Mine explosion.   
 This is also an opportunity for descendents of the miners to 
discuss their family history with award-winning author Fred Brown who is 
gathering information for a book on Coal Creek history. 
 The Fraterville Mine explosion occurred on May 19, 1902, killing 
all 216 miners. Twenty-six of the miners barricaded themselves in rooms 
of the mine and lived long enough to write farewell letters before 
suffocating.  
 Only three adult males were left alive in the town of Fraterville 
and it remains the worst disaster in the history of mining in the South. 
 Eighty-nine of the miners who perished are buried in concentric 
circles around a monument at Fraterville Minersô Circle. The monument  
in the center of the circle, lists the names of 184 miners.  
 Itinerant miners also died in the explosion. They are reportedly 
buried beside the railroad spur leading to the abandoned Fraterville Mine 
portal, and their names are unknown. 
 Participants of the tour will park at Clear Branch Baptist Church 
located at 103 New Clear Branch Road, Lake City.  While there, there 
will be a tour the Fraterville Minersô Circle at Leach Cemetery and there 
will be an opportunity for people to share stories about the history of the 
explosion with Fred Brown. Buses will then transport participants to the 
other stops on the tour before returning to Clear Branch Baptist Church.

 In addition to Valentineôs Day, February 14

th
 is National Organ 

Donor Day.  This hits pretty close to home for me this year because my dad 
suddenly died of an aneurysm on January 24, 2012.  He was an organ 
donor and many of his organs were immediately transplanted to recipients 
and other organs and tissue  will be used in the future. 
 If you too have ever lost someone close to you, you know that you 
are in shock especially if it is as 
unexpected as my dadôs 
passing.   That is why I want to 
express to you that if you want to 
be an organ donor, make your 
wishes known now. 
 Instead of my mom 
having to make the decision of 
donating my dadôs organs, he 
already made it and was 
registered with the Tennessee 
Donor Services.  Therefore, while we were in shock and having to make 
other important decision, that was one less thing to contemplate. 
 There are several ways that you can register as an organ donor. 
The most common way is to register when you are applying for or renewing 
your driverôs license or the identification card that you receive from the state. 
 Another way to register is by going to www.tndonorregistry.org and 
registering online.  You can also contact the Tennessee Donor Services toll-
free at 888-234-4440 for a form that you can mail back to the registry.

Operation Rx ðPermanent Disposal 
Bin Serving the Community  

 The permanent medicine disposal bin at Clinton Police Department is 
already serving residents of Anderson County after only a few months of being 
installed.  
 As of the first week of January the Clinton PD has collected over 32 
pounds of unused or unwanted medicine since the 
bin was installed in October.  
 December was an outstanding collection month 
according to Lieutenant Vaughn Becker. ñWe 
collected over 27 pounds during the month,ò he said. 
ñOur residents are responding to having a safe place 
to dispose of their unused medicine.ò  
 ñThe outstanding response by community 
members is encouraging in our fight to reduce 
medicine abuse,ò said Stephanie Strutner, Executive 
Director of ASAP.  Strutner encouraged residents to 
demonstrate their social responsibility by saying 
ñnow is a great time to clean out your medicine cabinet!ò  ñProperly disposing 
your medicine protects your family, your community, and your environment.ò 
 The bin is located at the Clinton Police Department, 125 W. Broad Street. 
It offers a safe option for residents to dispose of unused or unwanted medicine 
seven days a week and is accessible 24 hours a day.  
 The bin accepts unwanted, expired, or otherwise unused medications; 
antibiotics/steroids; cold and flu medications; vitamins/herbal supplements; pet 
medications; medication samples; medicated ointments and lotions; and 
unused sharps (epinephrine, unused pricking devices).   
 Business waste and used needles or other sharps are not permitted to be 
disposed in the bin.

­ A copy of last yearôs Federal and State returns if available 

­ Bank Routing Numbers and Account Numbers for Direct Deposit 

­ Total paid for day care provider and the day care provider's tax 

identifying number (the provider's Social Security Number or the 

provider's business Employer Identification Number) 

­ To file taxes electronically on a married filing joint tax return, both 

spouses must be present to sign the required forms. 

­ Income Guidelines apply.  AGI must be less than $49,000 

­ It is extremely important that each person use the correct Social 

Security Number (SSN).  The most accurate information is 

usually located on your original Social Security card.

 Norris Dam State Park has numerous trails on both sides of the park 
and on the east side of the Dam, the trails connect to the Norris Watershed 
trails.  Maps are available at the Park Office.   
 The winter is also a great time to catch a movie.  The Ritz Theater in 
Clinton offers movies starting at 6:30 p.m. Monday through Friday for five 
dollars a person.  You can call 865-463-0440 for information or find them on 
Facebook to find out what is showing.   
 Strolling through the shops in Historic Downtown Clinton is also great 
way to pass an afternoon.  I would suggest going on a Friday or Saturday 
because that is when the majority of the shops are open.
